During the March Chamber of Commerce monthly lunch, 
Gahanna Mayor Becky Stinchcomb shared the City’s 

accomplishments for 2010 and her vision for 2011 during her 
annual State of the City presentation.  Her continuing theme 
of taking Gahanna to the next level was explained through 
her administrations five objects: smart growth, innovative 
funding, citizen-centric, improved communication and 
economic success.

“We like to say that Gahanna is a community with a small-
town feel, but yet we try to provide big-city amenities,” 
Stinchcomb said.  “[But] we always remember who we work 
for, and that is all of you ... and that’s very important to me as 
your mayor.”

One of the goals of 2010, Stinchcomb shared, was improved 
communications.  Stinchcomb said that she and Finance 
Director Angel Mumma have been sharing information and 
listening to residents’ concerns through attending nearly two 
dozen meetings with local organizations and clubs in the past 
year.
Last year the City formed the Citizens Financial Advisory 
Committee (CFAC), made up of 20 local residents and business 
leaders, to evaluate the City’s revenues, expenses and projects.  
After six months of work, she said, the Committee brought 
forward 12 formal recommendations.  Stinchcomb said that 
her administration wasted no time in working to implement 
some of those recommendations including developing a list 
of prioritized services.

“My charge to them was to take a look at our finances [and] see if 
we’re doing everything we should be doing,” Stinchcomb said.

One of the specific recommendations the committee made was 
to request that City Council put a 1% income tax increase on 
the November ballot.  For many reasons including survey data 
showing residents are not ready to support such an increase 
and unemployment in the city jumping from 6 percent to 10 
percent between 2008-10, Stinchcomb said she decided to 
wait on requesting that for now.

Looking ahead to 2011, Stinchcomb spoke to several projects 
that are beginning including the extension of Tech Center 
Drive from the industrial park over Interstate 270 to Hamilton 
Road, and work on the Big Walnut bike trail. Through 
innovative funding, both will be funded primarily by grants 
and no-interest loans.

Another growth project includes the city’s fiber-optics 
network, noting that such networks are one of the first things 
businesses ask about when preparing to relocate.  This is 
one of the many ways the City is ensuring it is prepared for

economic recovery.  “We don’t sit idle in a standstill economy,” 
Stinchcomb said.  

Another related objective, Stinchcomb said, it Economic Success. 
“Everything we do is hinged on our economic success. If we are 
not prudent with our funds, we cannot provide services.”

“We are not immune to the economy,” Stinchcomb said. 2010 was 
yet another year in budget cuts, including staff cuts by attrition, 
retirements and reductions in overtime.  Stinchcomb said that 
she was pleased to report that through careful management the 
administration was able to report that $3 million in appropriated, 
but unspent money had been returned to the general fund.

“It’s been very difficult, but it’s something we had to 
do,” she said.

The economy, Stinchcomb said, impacts how the 
City operates. “The bottom line is that, as long as 
the economy suffers, it’s not business as usual in the 
city,” she said. “But that doesn’t mean city leaders 
should lose sight of their long-term goals.”

“These goals have not changed and will not change. 
Visions do not change with a bump in the road. 
What’s important to me is that we keep moving 
forward as a city,” Stinchcomb said. “We are ready 
and prepared to take this city forward as the economy 
slowly improves.”
