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2012 Annual Meeting Review

The Chamber held its Annual Membership Meeting & 
Installation Luncheon on Thursday, January 12, at Creekside 

Conference & Event Center. With ninety members and guests 
in attendance, Brandi Braun, Assistant City Administrator 
administered the oath of office to officially install 12 members to 
the Chamber’s Board of Directors.

The program featured Michael Schoedinger, 
President and 6th generation owner of 
Schoedinger Funeral and Cremation Services 
as the keynote speaker. Michael discussed 
management training ideas emphasizing the 
importance of developing a strategic plan. 
“Set a clear vision with goals and a realistic 
timeframe commitment, exclaimed Michael. 
All companies are doing one of three things - 
Creating, Maintaining or Destroying. Two are 

good but maintaining is the kiss of death. Invest time and training 
in your employees to keep the motivation. People will forget what 
you said, people will forget what you did but people will never 
forget how you made them feel.”  

“State of the Chamber”, presented by Ron Wolfinger, Chairman, 
focused on several areas of growth and development within the 
organization. Implementation of revenue enhancements provided 
members with educational opportunities, networking at meetings, 
events, mixers and enhanced website advertising. Implementation 
for cost reductions varied but included options for discounts on group 
rated health insurance, workers’ compensation 
and the electricity savings programs. Membership 
decreased from 432 in 2010 to 399 in 2011. Retention 
remained steady averaging 81% last year. A financial 
review showed a net loss of $2,693 however checking 
and money market accounts are in good shape. At 
the Strategic Planning Team meeting in November, 
Specific, Measurable, Attainable, Realistic, Timely 
(SMART) goals for 2012 included increasing 
membership by 20 by the end of June and by 40 before 
December 31 - making up 2011’s net loss of $2,693 by 
the end of the year and increasing participation at 
all Chamber events by 10%. 

Additional highlights included recognition of 

“2011 Large & Small Business Awards” presented 
to AT&T Ohio and Fourth Floor Interactive 
respectively.  Both businesses were chosen for 
their active involvement with the Chamber, 
excellent reputation for business practices and 
commitment to community service. A “Referral 
Award” was also presented to David Kandel, AT&T 

Ohio for recruitment of most new 
paid memberships. “Ambassador of 
the Year” went to Paul Megert, Mid 
Ohio Strategic Technologies for her 
personal contact with members and 
completion of profile returns.
